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The Older Peoples Housing Needs survey was delivered by hand to all households in the parish.
A total of 69 forms were returned of which 33 households were aged over 55 and needed to move to a property more suited to their needs.
The survey results in this report will be used by Rother District Council to help plan the development of a small older persons housing scheme that adequately reflects the needs and aspirations of elderly people living within the village.
